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	Dual Language/Immersion (Dl/I) 
	Language Instruction Educational Program (Liep) 

	Dual Language/Immersion (DL/I) education is academic programming that delivers curricular content in two languages—English and a second, partner language.  
 
The purpose of DL/I education is to strengthen the educational experience of native English-speaking students by teaching them another language, while also providing educational equity to English learners (ELs) by developing their primary language skills to support their English language development.  
 
	ESEA specifically defines a LIEP as follows (Section 3201): (7) “The term ‘language instruction educational program’ means an instruction course—   
(A) in which an English Learner is placed for the purpose of developing and attaining English proficiency, while meeting challenging state academic content and student academic achievement standards, as required by section 1111(b)(1); and   
(B) that may make instructional use of both English and a child’s native language to enable the child to develop and attain English proficiency and may include the participation of English proficient children if such course is designed to enable all participating children to become proficient in English and a second language.”   


 For a DL/I program to also be considered a LIEP, the following criteria must be met.

	· The teacher providing the English language instruction is endorsed to teach ESL in Virginia.
	· The Program is implemented effectively with resources for personnel, instructional materials, and space.
· Both English Learner (EL) 
· and non-English learners are included in the classroom. 
	· Content is taught in both English and the first language (L1). 
· Virginia Standards of Learning are supported with language objectives. 
· WIDA English Language Development Standards are explicit throughout instruction. 
· Instruction includes tasks in the four domains of listening, speaking, reading, and writing. 
· Proficiency levels 1.0-4.3 are accounted for during instruction. 
· The English language instruction being provided to ELs is supplemental to the classroom instruction for all students. 
· Culturally responsive practices are evident in the instruction.
